 To develop the scientific temper, humanism and the spirit of inquiry and reform; 

 To safeguard public property and to abjure violence; 

 To strive towards excellence in all spheres of individual and collective activity so that the nation 

constantly rises to higher levels of endeavour and achievement; 

 

The six fundamental rights enshrined in part III (Article 12-32) of the Constitution of India to be 

exercised by all the stakeholders of the college are: 

1. Right to equality (Article 14-18) 

2. Right to freedom (Article 19-22) 

3. Right against exploitation ((Article 23-24) 

4. Right to freedom of religion (Article 25-28) 

5. Cultural and educational rights (Article 29-30) 

6. Right to constitutional remedies (Article 32) 
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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENTS
